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DID YOU KNOW THIS? 
Agmax Bloat Products…. 

 

Agmax has three well-proven bloat products, and we’ve often been asked which is 
the right one for a particular situation.  Here are a few notes to explain the 
difference between them. 
 
 

BLOATBUSTER 
 

It has a 4ml dose rate, with 7ml for severe conditions.  It is particularly strong on duration of 
protection after drenching, with most people using it once a day at least some of the time (the exact 
duration of protection varies with the conditions, and from herd to herd, but the product is noted for 
its long period of effectiveness).  BloatBuster can be used for drenching, trough treatment and in-
line dispenser with medium density alkathene (not low or high density). 
 
 
 

ANTI-BLOAT PLUS 
 

This is a nonylphenol ethoxylate, which we’ve sold virtually without a problem for about eight 
years.  The “plus” stands for added solubilisers, which makes the normal dose rate a very low and 
reliable 4ml, and which also makes the product work very fast.  Anti-Bloat Plus also provides good 
duration of protection, with once a day treatment being common in reasonable conditions.  The 
product is excellent for trough treatment. Call Agmax for more information about that. 
 
 
 

ANTI-BLOAT NO.2 
 

This is also a nonylphenol ethoxylate, but without the added solubilisers.  That means it has to be 
pre-mixed with some warm water and also that the drenching dose rate is 7ml in normal conditions.  
However, where Anti-Bloat No.2 really shines is as a pasture spray.  You just mix 7ml per cow with 
warm water, add enough cold water to allow coverage of the paddock with your spray gear, and 
Bob’s your uncle.  The water part of the mix quickly evaporates off after spraying, leaving just the 
active material stuck on the pasture leaf.  And because it’s again not cold water soluble in that 
condition, it is exceptionally rain fast.  In fact, many people successfully spray several paddocks 
ahead of the cows at one application, confident that the treatment will survive any rain short of
